· Create an original animated 2D or 3D Logo with an accompanying Screen wipe/transition for a network or station name, or a news or entertainment or sports news show. (TV or web).  (Clear other ideas with me.)

· Demonstrate the wipe by using any three pieces of video footage and transitioning between them. 

· Include a 3 sec Slate at the beginning.

· Use sound effects and/or music

· You can use an existing logo/station/show or create a variation of one, or create an original real or fake one, but your animation of the logo and the transition must be wholly original.

1. 2D logo: About 3-8 sec 2D (emphasizing the screen plane) animated logo
